SFRG Coordinator

overview of the Army regulations governming managent of SFRG informal funds and fundraising. Training is
recommended for SFRG Informal Funds Custodians/Alternates and SFRG Leaders.

Group and new Family members of the unit. Guidelines on confidentiality, telephone, e-mail and text messaging will also
be discussed.

Command Family Readiness Representative Training (CFRR)
